The Donald Underwood Thompson Band delivers rousing versions of blues, vintage rhythm ‘n’ blues, and classic rock, entertaining and delighting audiences of all ages wherever they go. The band’s colorful stage attire harkens back to the “cool threads” worn by the artists of the 1930s and '40s. Couple this look with dynamic vocals, hot guitars, wailing harmonica, and in-the-groove drumming and you’ve got a treat for both eyes and ears. Fans often comment on the band’s energy and the good-time feeling they emit. 
So come see and hear them for yourself. You won't be able to keep your toes from tapping! 
The band was recently selected to perform in the Smithsonian Institution’s touring presentation New Harmonies: Celebrating American Roots Music. The concert series comes to North Carolina in August, 2010.
Donald Underwood Thompson is known for his bluesy vocals and lively performances. He has entertained for festivals, colleges, television audiences, theaters, and arts council events. He has shared venues with artists such as four-time Grammy winner David Holt, The Dillards (known as The Darlings on the Andy Griffith Show) and North Carolina’s own Molasses Creek. Donald is also a songwriter and his Chicago-style blues number “Wishie, Washie Woman” has received airplay on Nation Public Radio (NPR) affiliate stations. 
Jackie 'Sonny Boy' Holland plays great harmonica, as well as resonator slide and rhythm guitar. He has been a performing musician for nearly thirty years and is an entertainer in the true sense of the word. You’ll know that’s true when you see Sonny Boy’s feet start to move and his body begins to sway as the boogie spirit takes hold of him!
Chris “Jenx” Jenkins provides the hot guitar playing that defines much of the band’s sound. He has shared the bill with the Marshall Tucker Band, the Bill Lyerly Band and others. Inspired by his guitar heroes Stevie Ray Vaughan, B.B. King, Eric Clapton, Jimi Hendrix and Muddy Waters, Jenx lays down those sizzling, bluesy licks and solos that keep you groovin’ to the music. 

Carroll “Snuffy” Wade propels the beat with his excellent bass playing. Steady, solid, inventive and right-on-the-beat are some of the accolades used to describe Snuffy’s playing. A veteran professional, he has shared venues with such notables as Delbert McClinton, Teresa James, Black Oak Arkansas and Confederate Railroad. 
Bob “Shakin’ ” Aiken is a drummer extraordinaire. He began his career with The Atlantic Coast Show in 1966, when just a teenager, and has since worked with acts such as Lightnin’ Wells, bluesman Big Boy Henry, and The Rutabaga Brothers & The Lemon Sisters. Take Shakin’ Aiken’s drumming, which brims with energy and creative fire, and combine it with Snuffy Wade’s superb bass playing and you’ve got a rhythm section that’s hot, hot, hot!
